Overview of the Camp : 

    The Disaster Management and Preparedness Training Programme was conducted from 04-01-

    Participants visited the India Meteorological Department (IMD), Ministry of Earth Sciences,
gaining insights into weather forecasting and disaster prediction systems, followed by a theoretical
session.

Day 4 – January 07, 2026 – Fire Safety & CPR Training

    Hands-on fire safety training was conducted with live demonstrations. Volunteers were trained in
life-saving CPR techniques and emergency response methods.

Day 5 – January 08, 2026 – First Aid & Earthquake Preparedness

    Community-centric first aid training was provided along with practical demonstrations on
earthquake preparedness and safety measures.

Day 6 – January 09, 2026 – Advanced Water Rescue Training

    Volunteers underwent advanced water rescue training, including flood rescue operations and
boat-handling techniques.

Day 7 – January 10, 2026 – Visit to ICCC & Certificate Distribution

    The final day included a visit to the Integrated Command and Control Centre (ICCC), followed
by certificate distribution. The programme concluded with appreciation for the volunteers’ active
participation.
