Overview of the Camp :

The Inter District — Youth Exchange Programme was conducted from 13-02-2025 to 15-02-2025
in Hyderabad, Telangana. The programme aimed to promote cultural exchange, social awareness,

leadership development, and unity among youth from different districts.

The three-day programme combined heritage visits, community service, interactive learning
sessions, educational exposure, and disaster management awareness activities. It provided
participants with an opportunity to understand India’s rich cultural heritage, social responsibilities,
and the importance of preparedness during emergencies.
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CRROUT OF INSTITUTIONS

Day 1 — 13-02-2025, Educational & Cultural Visit

The first day was organized as an educational and cultural tour to prominent historical

landmarks in Hyderabad to promote awareness about India’s rich heritage and unity in diversity.

The group visited Golconda Fort, known for its architectural brilliance and advanced acoustic

system. Participants learned about the Qutb Shahi dynasty and the fort’s strategic importance.

Next, they visited Charminar, the iconic monument built in 1591, and explored the surrounding

markets, experiencing Hyderabad’s cultural harmony.

The visit to Salar Jung Museum enriched participants’ knowledge of global art, antiques, and

historical artifacts. The Musical Clock and Veiled Rebecca sculpture attracted special attention.

The final destination was the All India Industrial Exhibition (Numaish), where participants
explored products and handicrafts from different states, gaining exposure to entrepreneurship and

industrial diversity.

Day 2 - 14-02-2025, Community Service, Interactive Learning & Educational Exposure

The day began with physical exercises promoting fitness and discipline. Participants then
conducted a garden cleaning drive, spreading awareness about cleanliness and environmental
responsibility. This activity strengthened teamwork and social responsibility. An interactive
learning session followed, where participants were divided into teams and assigned topics such as:

In the afternoon, the group visited the National Institute of Agricultural Extension
Management (MANAGE). Officials explained agricultural development and rural management
initiatives. A quiz competition was conducted to make the session engaging. Later, participants
visited Tank Bund and enjoyed a boat ride at Hussain Sagar Lake, strengthening bonds among

participants.
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Day 3 — 15-02-2025, Disaster Management Awareness & Valedictory Ceremony

The final day focused on disaster management awareness. A professional Disaster Management
Team educated participants about responding to emergencies such as floods, earthquakes, fires,
and accidents. Mock rescue operations were demonstrated, including first aid techniques and

evacuation procedures.

An interactive session allowed participants to clarify doubts and understand how youth can

contribute to disaster preparedness in their communities.

The programme concluded with a valedictory ceremony. Certificates were distributed to all
participants in recognition of their active participation. The event marked the successful completion
